FEAR(S) OF THE DARK IN MEDIEVAL SETTING

- Animated omnibus thrills international audience at Dubovac Castle! -

The second day of the festival was marked by the screening of the animated film Fear(s) of the Dark at the old town of Dubovac. This feature animated film features six cult visual and comic boor artists (Blutch, Burns, Caillou, Di Sciullo, Mattotti, McGuire) and was already a hit with the audience at Animafest in Zagreb. In the secluded setting of the old town walls, under the open sky, the film really glued the audience to their seats and took them on a ride through the world of fears and illusions arising from the subconscious of every individual, manifesting themselves in their personality. 

Tonight, on the other hand, at 21:30, Dubovac Castle will be the setting for a completely different subject matter and the film that won this year’s Pula Film Festival award by showing a subculture of amoral, unscrupulous behavior surfacing from the pores of Croatian every day life. Metastases, directed by the acclaimed author Branko Schmidt, raised a fair bit of dust in cinemas across Croatia, and how the young filmmakers will react to it we will find out at tonight’s screening. Members of the film cast and crew will also be present at the screening. 

In addition to the films, we also announce the acting workshop with the renowned Croatian actor Leon Lučev who will introduce the young participants to the basics of the trade explaining them the successful method of one of the greatest acting mentors and acting authorities, the American version of Stanislavski, Lee Strasberg.

Apart from the high school kids from the all over the world, numerous important figures from the world of Croatian film, such as Arsen Anton Ostojić, Petar Krelja and Branko Ištvančić, have so far visited the festival, while tonight, in addition to the aforementioned crew from Metastases, we are also expecting one of the most important Croatian illustrators, Krešimir Zimonić, the artistic director of the World Festival of Animated Film, Animafest Zagreb.  

Tomorrow, on the last day of the festival, in addition to the conclusion of jury’s work and the announcement of winners, there will be a screening of one of the best accomplishments of Croatian animation, the film The Magician’s Hat, based on the book by Sunčana Škrinjarić, about a tiny magician and his fight against the evil emperor Mrazomor. 

No doubt that, considering the acting workshop, hit films and interesting foreign guest, the YFF and FRFF in Karlovac definitely prove they deserve the interest of Croatian audience. 
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
